Assemblies and Curriculum Events 

• Developing Oracy skills: Learning to articulate ideas, develop understanding and engage with others 
through speaking and listening has been a focus this year in our teaching and learning. As part of our 
focus on developing oracy skills we launched our ‘Talk on Tuesday’ initiative this week. The theme 
this week is: 

‘If you were a leader of a country, what would you make happen? 
Each classroom has an oracy board and the theme for ‘Talk on Tuesday’ will be displayed there every 

week. We have asked the children to have discussions at home which they can then feedback in 

their classes. Please encourage your child to discuss the theme at home, for example with the family 

at dinner time. Moving forward the Y6 House Captains will be choosing the themes for ‘Talk on 

Tuesday’. The theme for each week will also be sent home as a message in the Arbor App.
